English

I’m afraid my Christmas letter arrives too late again, but I cannot start writing until I’m in the right mood.

I’ve not been travelling for my company since March. I had expected a trip to Arabic Emirates in September, but our companies in India, Singapore and England are taking over more and more of the installations, because norwegians are too expensive. We cost about 10 times more than a man from India. So in June I was asked to work more with installation procedures for those cheaper people and quality control of new programs and features from the development departments in Norway and India. Travelling will be more occasionally.

My biggest events this year have been the safari in Zimbabwe, the flight to the fjords on the west coast, and the concert with the norwegian Beatles copies in Notteroy Culture house. They are very good and play at the Beatles festival in Liverpool every year, and other places in Europe.

1.) Started from Oslo in the evening of Whitsunday 19th of May. Came to Johannesburg in South Africa on Monday morning. Was met by the owner of the ‘hotel’, a big house with rooms for rent. After ½ hour in the room, sightseeing with owner of travel agency Africa Sepungu. In Johannesburg no living flats, only shops, business offices, and hotels. But nobody wants to stay in the hotels, so they are closed, because the blacks have overtaken the centre (downtown) of the city. New hotels are built outside the city. Pretoria, which was capital, has many museums, in Jhb none. Went to Soweto, saw Mandela’s and Tutu’s houses, Soweto looked well organized, metal houses are other places. In Soweto they get water from a tap. Tuesday morning departure to Victoria Falls in Zimbabwe. The falls are of the same size as Niagara in USA, several miles wide. There’s also another waterfall of the same size south of Rio de Janeiro in Brazil. Endless plains and dry rivers, 1.5 hours flying time. Was met by 2 representatives from Wilderness Safaris. The room in Amadeus Gardens was very good, paid $3 to the driver who followed me, and $1 to piccolo. Ordered sightseeing to the waterfalls from the driver, paid $35. Ordered also helicopter tour tomorrow, paid $75. Drove passed the big tree and parked outside entrance. Went by the statue of Livingston. Everything in my bag was wet, too bad for the passport, many stamps were destroyed. We went all across the Zambezi bridge. Next day, Wednesday, the first thing was driving to the airport for helicopter flight. Had bad luck and had to sit in the middle behind, but still I got very good pictures. When I took flight over New York in 1997 and Grand Canyon in 1976 I sat beside the pilot. After the helicopter trip I bought a t-shirt and the video film with sequence of all of us entering the helicopter. Afterwards we went to the Wilderness office, and I asked if they could take care of my suitcase after I was driven to the airport tomorrow for the flight to Hwange. Exchanged $60, got about 25 000 Zimbabwe dollars without receipt at Elephant Walk. Bought some postcards and souvenirs, gave away a lot to beggars, had 4500 left and bought a Njami stick. The Wilderness car, with the same driver, saw me later in the city, and recommended me to buy the Sunset Cruise, paid $25. It was cheap, because it was some snacks and drink included. At the hotel I took out of the suitcase the things I needed for the trip to Hwange national park and put them in the brown flexi bag. On the cruise on the Zambesi river above the falls, we saw a small crocodile, sea horse, elephant and many birds. 

The next day, Thursday, again Wilderness car to the airport. Gave $5 to the driver for taking care of the suitcase, and promised 5 more when it was returned. Said that it seemed safe in Zimbabwe and that they should contact Lonely Planet to remove all the warnings about going here. We were met by the pilot. I was the only passenger, and was offered to sit in the front on the right side. Said I was private pilot and got the job of flying the plane, a Cessna 206 with long-range tanks and Gps. The plane looked to be in good shape. Noticed that the airport was at 3500 feet above sea. Endless forests and plains again, difficult to navigate without Gps, arrived after 1 hour, airport with grass. Was met by a man with Range Rover safari car, and it took a little more than ½ hour to drive to the camp. Sunshine and nice to drive in the soft sand. Was met by manager (Dave) and secretary (Carol) and a couple of other people. I was the only guest, so they didn’t have much to do. Came just in time for cakes at 3 pm, my bag was brought to the tent. After ½ hour I was followed to the tent, he said I could walk alone in sunlight, but had to be followed in darkness because of lions. The camp was built on sticks about 1,5 m above ground. Everything was very nice. The tent was about 10 m2, with curtain on both sides of the net window. I counted my money and delivered them with my tickets for storage in the safe. At 4 pm I went with driver Foster on my first safari ride. Saw a lot of animals, except cats, which I came here for. Elephant, zebra, giraffe, gnu, baboon,  wild pig, ostrich, eagle, and many other, birds, cobra snake, brown small antelope and big with horn, buffalo, sea horse, hyena, jackal. All in large herds. Many termite hills (as ant hills, but white and thinner). At 6 pm it was dark, and we took a rest with cakes, wine and Coke. Afterwards we drove on, with red light cannon, until 8 o’clock. Saw many animal eyes, almost as many animals as during the day. At 8:30 pm we had dinner, 9:30 to 10:30 we sat around the fire on the veranda. Very nice. No malaria mosquito at this time of the year. Next day, Friday, up at 5:30 am, breakfast at 6, safari started 6.15. This morning Stanley joined us, since we planned a foot walk. But the lions were on a 5 days walk in the big forests, so we didn’t see them. Walked in itching grass without cover, as the guides had. Back to the camp at 11 for lunch. Sat in a big tree by a water hole from 12 to 3 pm, the animals came after turn, one herd at a time. Fairly dry in Makalolo 1 month after rain season, but water is pumped to some water holes. In the darkness in the evening, we saw many small rabbit like animals making kenguru-jumps. Makalolo plains not warn out by tourists. After lunch on Saturday, we should have a break. 2 american fat twin sisters, about 45 years, arrived. Wrote in guest book: Thank you for a very pleasant stay. I will recommend this place to my friends. The tents and food and staff have very high standard. Evening safari startet 3.30 pm. At 5:30, just before it got dark, we saw a cheetah family with 3 cubs in the grass about 30 m from the car. They ran to a stone hill about 50 m away. We watched them until it got dark. Took many pictures, but they turned out dark, and the cheetahs could only be seen with magnifying glass. At the camp they said it was months between each time they saw cheetah, while lion were seen every day, except the 3 days I was there

Sunday, everything as usual. Went long trip on foot, about 2 hours. After lunch I gave a short speech, and said approximately what I’d written in the book yesterday. (Only the cooks and drivers were negroes.)

The manager said he had spoken with Wilderness in Vic Falls on the radio, telephone not available, and had confirmed my seat on the South African plane, and that I should get my suitcase back. It had been wonderful days at the camp. But very bad that the lions, which I came to see, were absent. But I have cable Tv with Discovery channel at home, so I se wild lions every day.

At 12.30 I was driven to the airport, and when we arrived, the plane was already there. A negro was pilot this time. Got to sit in the front again, but now I didn’t tell that I was pilot, so I could relax and take pictures instead. In the evening further to Johannesburg.

Next day, Monday, the man from the travel agency took me on a Cultural tour. Paid $80 and $10 in tip. Very nice guided tour and show in Zulu village. Paid $40 for trip to Lion Park + $10 in tip. Many beautiful lions with cubs in the park. In another park beside, there were cubs of cats of different kinds, lions, leopard, cheetah, serval.  A young girl was host for the cubs. I got to hold a small lion cub on my knees.  This day in Jhb was a nice end to my trip to Africa.

2.) Flight to Sognefjord via Geilo and the mountain Hardangerjokulen at 9500 feet. There were some clouds at Flom and I had to stay above these, but still I got good pictures of the famous railway down to Flom, which attracts many tourists.

3.) The Beatles-concert with the Norwegian copies Betales, was very good. There was also a girl choir. The man playing George got all the guitar solos correct, and it really sounded like the Beatles. But of course the real Beatles had more charisma and energy. They play at the Beatles festival in Liverpool in August every year, and other places around in Europe. I enjoyed it very much.

First there was a flower power session with the 20 girls sitting on the floor. They played ‘All you need is love’, ‘Because’, ‘From me to you’, and many more for about 1 hour. Then they changed to suits, like the Beatles had, while the girls were singing.  When they came back they played ’Please please me’, ‘I should have known better’, ‘Love me do’, ‘I want to hold your hand’, and many more. ‘Paul’ changed to a black guitar and played ‘Here comes the sun’, and many more.

After a while came session 3 with the girls back, joining the chorus in ‘Hello goodbye’, ‘Get Back’, ‘Hey Jude’. Then they all left the scene, but people were screaming for more and they came back and played extra ‘Twist and shout’, ‘She loves you’. After 2 hours the show finished. It had been fantastic. I bought a cd. Unfortunately I forgot my camera, otherwise I would have sent some pictures.

4.) Other things that have impressed me last year are the price of electricity and some court cases. It’s proved that those in power can do whatever they want without risk of trial. Same for all big bosses, they cannot be condemned for being stupid, even if they waste millions or send innocents to prison, while terrorists are welcome in Norway, and thieves only get a fine, if they are caught at all, because the police can’t figure out they’re organized. The polic must neither capture too many, becaus the prisons are full.

The new humour is based on critics of other people. And 60% of norwegians are no longer capable of military service. Many young people say they go for social security, rather than taking a job. In a few years I think the immigrants from Asia will have to do most of the jobs.

And the people on social security don’t want to work for their money, they could have helped humanitarian organizations, or the county by tiding, sit at watch, or follow elder people to town. Many have little conscious about animals and throw bread in the bin instead of putting it on the grass (or snow) for the birds. -- But even if there’s little justice in the world, both honest and criminals may have Merry Christmas in Norway.

Som vanlig kommer ‘julehilsen’ også i år på amerikansk måte, men kanskje litt sent. 

Jeg har hatt bare 1 firma-reise i år, det har gått nedover siden 1999. Jeg hadde ventet en tur til Arabiske Emirater i september, men våre datter-bedrifter i India, Singapore og England tar over mer og mer av installasjonene, fordi vi har blitt for dyre. Nordmenn koster omtrent 10 ganger så mye som folk fra India. Så i juni ble jeg spurt om å jobbe mer med installasjons-prosedyrer for de billigere folkene og kvalitetskontroll av nye funksjoner fra utviklingsavdelingene i Norge og India. Reiser vil bli mer av og til.

De største opplevelsene jeg har hatt i år, er safari-turen, flyturen til de vestlandske fjorder, og konserten med de norske Beatles-kopiene i Nøtterøy kulturhus på Borgheim nå i desember. De er veldig gode og spiller på Beatles-festival i Liverpool hvert år, og andre byer i Europa.

1.) Reiste fra Gardermoen 1.pinsedag søndag 19. mai om kvelden. Kom til Johannesburg i Sør-Afrika om morgenen dagen etter. Ble hentet av bil fra hotellet, som var et stort privathus med utleierom. Tur i byen med sjefen for et lokalt resiebyrå, som var venn med eieren av hotellet. Sentrum er forlatt av hvite og iferd med å bli slum av svarte, alle hotellene her er stengt. Kjørte rundt i slumdistriktet Soweto, hvor både Desmond Tutu og Mandela har hus. Alle må hente vann fra spring. Tirsdag morgen var det avgang til Victoria Falls i Zimbabwe. Fossen er flere km bred og like stor som Niagara i USA. (Det finnes enda en slik stor foss i Brasil et stykke sør for Rio de Janeiro.) Endeløse sletter og tørre elver, 1,5 timer flytid. Ble møtt av 2 representanter for Wilderness Safaris. Rommet i Amadeus Gardens var meget bra, betalte $3 til sjåfør som fulgte meg, og $1 til piccolo. Bestilte sightseeing til fossen av sjåfør, betalte $35. Bestilte også helikopter-tur imorgen, betalte $75. Kjørte forbi stort tre og parkerte utenfor inngang. Gav $5 til døv. Gikk forbi statue av Livingston. Alt i veska ble vått, verst med passet, mange stempel ødelagt. Vi gikk helt over Zambezi-brua, begge tolllstasjonene lå ca 200 m fra enden av brua, selve brua er derfor ingenmannsland. Gav $6 til 2 selgere av suvenirer på brua, ville ikke kjøpe noe, turen tok ca 2 timer. Gav $10 i tips til hver av guidene, som var de samme som møtte meg på flyplassen. Onsdag var det først tur til flyplassen. Var uheldig og ble sittende i midten bak, men fikk likevel bra bilder. Da jeg tok helikopter tur over New York i 1997 og Grand Canyon i 1976 fikk jeg sitte foran. Etter helikopter-tur kjøpt t-shirt og video-film med sekvens av meg og de andre når vi gikk ombord. Deretter var vi innom Wilderness-kontor, og jeg spurte om de kunne ta vare på kofferten imorgen når jeg skulle bli kjørt til flypassen for turen til Hwange. Vekslet $60, fikk ca 25 000 Zimbabwe dollar uten kvittering på Elephant Walk. Skulle vel egentlig hatt 10 000 mer, for på flyplass stod det $100 var 55 000 Zdollar. Kjøpt 30 frimerker = 700, deretter postkort, Zimbabwe-hefte og kart = 4500, enda flere kort = 4000, gav bort en del til tiggere, hadde 4500 igjen og kjøpte Njami stokk. Wilderness-bilen, med samme sjåfør, så meg senere i byen, og anbefalte meg å kjøpe Sunset Cruise, betalte $25. Det var billig, for det var også litt mat og drikke inkludert. Gitt bort flere USD og 100-vis Zd. Vekslet $10 til og kjøpte Cola. Turen på Zambesi-elva ovenfor fossen var meget fin, så en liten krokodille, flodhest, elefant og mange fugler.

Neste dag, torsdag var det Wilderness bil til flyplass, han fikk $5 for å ta vare på koffert. Sa det virket helt trygt i Zimbabwe og at de måtte kontakte Lonely Planet for å få fjernet alle advarslene om å reise hit. Vi ble møtt av flyger. Jeg var eneste passasjer, fikk sitte i høyre forsete, sa jeg var privatflyger, og fikk jobben med å fly, Cessna 206 med long range tanker og Gps. Flyet så ut til å være i god stand. Så at flyplassen lå på 3500 fot.. Endeløse skoger, vanskelig å navigere uten Gps, fremme etter 1 time, flyplass med gress. Ble møtt av mann med Range Rover safari-bil, og det tok vel ½ time å kjøre til camp’en. Sol og fint å kjøre i den myke sanden. Ble møtt av bestyrer (Dave) og sektretær (Carol) og et par andre folk på camp’en. Jeg var eneste gjest, så de hadde lite å gjøre. Kom akkurat til kake-tid kl 15, veska ble brakt til teltet. Etter ½ time ble jeg geleidet til teltet, han sa jeg kunne gå uten følge når det var lyst, men måtte bli fulgt om kvelden pga løver. Camp’en var bygd på pæler ca 1,5 m over bakken. Alt var meget fint. Teltet var ca 10 m2, med rullgardin på innside og utside av nettingvinduer. Jeg telte opp penger og leverte disse og billettene til oppbevaring i safe’n. Kl 16 dro jeg med sjåfør Foster på første safari. Så mange dyr, unntatt katter. Elefant, sebra, giraff, gnu, bavian  villsvin, struts, ørn, og mange andre fugler, cobra-slange, brun liten antilope og stor med horn, bøffel, flodhest, hyene, sjakal. Alle i store flokker. Mange termitt-tuer, som maurtuer, men hvite og spissere. Kl 18 ble det mørkt, og da tok vi en liten rast med kaker, vin og Cola. Etterpå kjørte vi videre, med lyskaster, til kl 20. Så mange dyre-øyne, og nesten like mange dyr som da det var lyst. Kl 20.30 var det middag, 21.30 til 22.30 satt vi rundt bålet på verandaen. Veldig bra. Ingen malariamygg på denne årstiden.

Neste dag, fredag, opp kl 0530, frokost 6, safari startet 6.15. Denne morgenen var Stanley også med som guide, da vi skulle på fottur. Men løvene var på 5 dagers streif i de store skogene, og vi så dem ikke. Unngå fullmåne ved safari. Gikk i stikkende grass uten gramasjer, som guide hadde. Tilbake til camp kl 11 for lunch.

Satt i et tre ved et vannhull fra 12 til 15, dyrene kom etter tur, en flokk av gangen. Ganske tørt i Makalolo 1 mnd etter regntid, men vann pumpes til noen vannhull. I mørket om kvelden så vi mange små hare-lignende dyr (springhare) med kenguru-hopp. Makalolo ikke nedslitt av turister

Etter lunch, lørdag, skulle vi idag ta pause. 2 amerikanske tykke tvillingsøstre på ca 45 år ankommet.

Skrevet i gjesteboka, på engelsk: Takk for fint opphold, jeg vil anbefale dette til mine venner. Teltene, folkene og maten har veldig høy standard. Kvelds-safari startet 15.30. Kl 1730, like før det ble mørk fikk vi se en gepard-familie med 3 unger i gresset ca 30 m fra bilen. De løp til en fjellknaus ca 50 m unna. Vi så på dem til det ble mørkt. Tok mange bilder, men de ble litt mørke, og gepardene ble kun synlig med lupe på bildene. På camp’en sa de at det kunne gå måneder og halvår mellom hver gang de så geparder, mens løver så de hver dag, unntatt de 3 dagene jeg var der.

Søndag, alt som vanlig. Gikk lang tur til fots, ca 2 timer. Etter lunch holdt jeg liten tale og sa omtrent det jeg skrev i gjesteboka. (Bare kokkene og bilførerne var negre.)

Manager sa han hadde snakket med Wilderness i Vic Falls med radioen, telefon finnes ikke, og fått bekreftet plassen min på South African flyet, og at jeg skulle få kofferten tilbake. Det hadde vært fine dager på camp’en. Men ille at løvene, som jeg kom for å se, var borte. Men jeg har kabel-tc med Discovery, så jeg ser ville løver hver dag.

Kl 12.30 ble jeg kjørt tiil flyplassen, og da vi kom frem var allerede flyet der. En neger var flyger denne gangen. Alene igjen og fikk sitte foran. Om kvelden videre til Johannesburg.
